1.    Funds to be raised by 
   (a) Patrons subscriptions 
       (b) Subscriptions from Clubs (see S/O 20 ) 
       (c) Any other means 
 
2.    The Fund shall be under the control of the Ma nagement 
Committee, who may make grants to necessitous perso ns or 
their families, who have rendered service to the ga me. 
 
3. The Fund shall be lodged in a Benevolent Account  and 
cheques shall be        signed by any two of the fo llowing- 
Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and Benevolent Secre tary, 
Monies payable to the Fund must be made by cheque o r 
postal-order, made payable to the “Warrington & Dis trict 
Football League Benevolent Account”. 
 
4. All applications shall be made on forms obtained  from 
the Benevolent Secretary and must be received by hi m not 
later than 15 days following the date of incapacity . The 
application shall state the nature of the injuries or the 
special circumstances necessitating the need of a g rant. 
The application form must be completed in full exce pt that 
a separate medical certificate may be submitted wit h the 
claim. 
 
5. Grants may be made in the form of (a) lump sum ( b) a 
series of weekly or   monthly payments (c) in other  such 
forms as the Management Committee may direct. 
 
6. All payments will be made directly through the i njured 
player’s bank account using the BACS System, Club 
Secretaries to confirm receipt via email to the lea gue 
treasurer. 
 
7. Payments per week, excepting the first seven day s 
shall be £5 per £2 registration fee. Registered mem bers may 
increase the benefits of units of £5 per £1.50 paid  to a 
maximum benefit of £60 per fee. Provision to indica te any 
extra cover required is made on the Players Registr ation 
form. If not indicated minimum cover only will appl y.

8. Club Officials may also partake in the benefits of 
Rule 7 providing they are   registered on a Players  
Registration Form. 
 
9. All payments covered by Rule 7 shall run for a p eriod 
of 26 weekends, thereafter to be reviewed by the Be nevolent 
Fund Committee. 
 
10.  The following are covered: 
 (a)  Games authorised by the League Committee. 

(b)  Club organised training sessions as and from 1 st   
July. 
(c)  Regular organised travel by the Club to and fr om 
games. 
(d)  Friendly games providing approval has been giv en 
by the Management Committee. 
The scheme shall run until the end of the playing 
season as detailed in Rule 17 of Standing Orders. 

 
11. After initial claim all copies of medical certi ficates 
must be forwarded to the Benevolent Secretary (phot ocopies 
are preferred). Any certificate being 10 days overd ue will 
only be accepted at the discretion of the Managemen t 
Committee and may render the claimant out of benefi t. 
 
12. Any player found playing in any class of footba ll 
whilst claiming benefit will have his Benevolent 
registration cancelled and both he and his club wil l be  
dealt with as the Management Committee shall decide . 
 
13. Exclusions: 

(a) The claimant being found insane or under the 
influence of drink or drugs. 
(b)  Any injury contributed to or accelerated by an y 
pre-existing disability or disease. 

 (c) Youth under the age of 16 years.     
 
14. The Benevolent Fund Committee have the right to  seek 
advice from their own Medical Officer and Claimants  if 
required shall present themselves for examination. 
 
NOTE: Players may only benefit as Rule 7 if they ar e 
registered Players with the league.

SEASON 2009/2010 
 
To be read in conjunction with the LEAGUE RULE BOOK  as 
printed August 2008 and amendments made at subseque nt 
A.G.M.’s  
 
1.  At all meetings of the council each club shall be 
entitled to one vote only (Rule 6D). The vote shall  be cast 
by the secretary of that Club or by his duty accred ited 
Representative. 
2.  Each Club at all general meetings shall have th e 
opportunity to speak not more than once on any part icular 
matter. Further discussion may be allowed on the ab solute 
discretion of the Chairman for the time being. 
 
3.  Any delegate wishing to address the meeting sha ll stand 
and begin to speak only when requested to do so by the 
Chairman of that meeting. 
 
4.  The Council shall have the power to elect at th e Annual 
General Meeting or Special General Meeting convened  for 
that purpose Vice Life Presidents and Life Members of the 
league. Life Vice-presidents must have served as an  Officer 
of the League for not less than 10 years, and Life Members 
must have completed 21 years service with the Leagu e. 
 
5.  Management Committee members shall be eligible for a 
Long Service Award upon completing 10, 15 and 21 ye ar’s 
service upon the Committee. 
 
6.  Each Member Club shall be liable for the cost o f two 
tickets for the Annual Presentation Evening. Any in  
addition to the allocation must be paid for before the 
tickets are issued. 
 
7.  Each Member Club shall be liable for the cost o f not 
less than three copies per team of the Annual Club’ s 
Directory and Fixture Lists. The cost of the Club D irectory 
and the League Rules Book shall be shall be fixed b y the 
Management Committee from time to time 
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8.  The Annual Subscription for season 2009/2010 sh all be 
as follows:- 
  Premier Division     £105 
  First Division     £95 
  Second Division    £90 
  Third Division     £85 

Fourth & Fifth Division   £80 
   
 
9.  The financial year end of the League shall be 3 0th 
April each year. 
 
10.  League Meetings shall be arranged at the discr etion of 
the Management Committee. 
11.  All Clubs are expected to provide the League w ith an 
“email address” which the league can send League bu siness 
and correspondence to    
 
12.  The home club shall pay the referees as follow s: 
   
  All Games    - £24.00 including expenses 
  Asst.Refs.   - £12.00 including expenses 
 
In all semi-finals the team drawn at home shall pay  ALL the 
match officials and claim the fees from the League 
Treasurer 
13.  The Management Committee may select players to  play in 
League Representative Games, and shall have first c laim on 
the services of the players chosen on the dates of those 
games. 
 
14.  The Management Committee is empowered to call upon any 
Member Club for the use of their ground, subject to  the 
payment of all reasonable expenses. 
 
15.  Unless otherwise notified by the Management Co mmittee 
the following shall be the times of kick-off: 
  
In August, September, October, March, April, May - 3.00p.m. 
In November, January, February - 2.30p.m. 
In December - 2.00p.m. 
 
In all cases, cup-ties shall kick-off 30 minutes be fore the 
appointed kick-off time EXCEPT December.  
 
16. The entrance fees for the knock-out competition s shall 
be as Follows: 
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All Cups £15.00 Fee   
 
17.  The season shall start on Saturday 14th August  2009 
and shall end on 31st May 2010. 
 
18.  Registrations - (a) It shall be the responsibi lity of 
each Club (unless otherwise authorised) to ensure t hat at 
least 10 days prior to the start of the season (S.O .No. 17 
refers) that they have sufficient players (Minimum of 11) 
Registered with League to fulfil the Clubs schedule d 
fixture(s) 
(b) - It shall be the responsibility of each Club t o ensure 
that no player partakes in any League or Cup games prior to 
the Club receiving the players registration receipt  or the 
club having confirmed with the league Registration 
Secretary that the player/players are registered wi th the 
League. Failure to comply with either section of th is S.O. 
could leave the Club liable to disciplinary action.  
19.  It shall be the responsibility of each Club to  ensure 
that it has an adequate supply of the League’s pre- printed 
literature. 
  
20. Each Club shall donate £1 per open age team to the 
Benevolent Fund. 
 
21.  A fee of £5 will be charged for each player tr ansfer 
approved by the Management Committee to be paid wit h 
application. 
22.  In semi-final ties and finals of Cup Competiti ons both 
competing teams shall provide a match ball which sh all be 
presented to the Referee, 15 minutes before kick-of f time. 
 
23.  A fee of £4.00 will be charged for each player  
registered with the League; this fee registers the player 
in the Benevolent Fund with benefits as described i n 
Benevolent Fund Rule No.7. There shall be no charge  for 
Youth and Minor Sections players. (No Benefit). 
 
24.  Additional minutes of meetings will be sent to  Clubs 
by post on request, and charged accordingly. 
 
25.  All clubs entering (or having to enter) their County 
F.A’s Cup Competitions must advise the Fixture Secr etary on 
or before the 31/7/09. 
  
26. Results of all games including cup ties must be  
telephoned by the home teams to the appointed Leagu e 
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Officer (as advised in the Management Committee min utes) 
before 6.00p.m.On the day of the matches. For night  games 
results must be phoned to the appointed officer by 21.30 
hrs on the day of the match. Failure to comply will  leave 
the club/s liable to disciplinary action.   
In all Semi-Finals the team drawn at home shall RIN G THE 
RESULT OF THE GAME TO THE FIXTURE SECRETARY BEFORE 
17.30hrs. 
 
27.  Committee procedure - All propositions in Coun cil or 
Management Committee must have a second-der. 
 
28.  NON-FULFILMENT OF FIXTURE 
If, for whatever reason a Club is unable to fulfil a 
fixture as scheduled, the Club may be liable to the  
following disciplinary action: 
  
(a)  A Fine not exceeding:-

A Club incurring three (3) non-fulfilments of fixtu res will 
be summoned to appear before the Discipline Committ ee.  
 
(b) Both clubs involved in a non fulfilment of a fi xture 
must ensure the fixture and referees Appointment 
Secretaries and advise at once and the offending Cl ub/s 
must advise the League Secretary (in writing) withi n three 
days of the scheduled game the reasons for the non 
fulfilment. Failure to comply could leave the Club liable 
to disciplinary action. 
 
NOTE:  Each None fulfilment will be dealt with on i ts own 
merit. 
If the referee attends the ground then the offendin g Club 
will be liable to pay his full match fee (which MUS T be 
paid by the Home Team and subsequently claimed from  their 
opponents via the League Treasurer). 
 
(C) The non offending team may be awarded points, i f, in 
the committee’s opinion, the non fulfilment of fixt ure was 
not justified.  
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29.  All teams must play in numbered shirts. 
 
30.  It shall be the responsibility of the home clu b to 
confirm with the referee and his assistants (If app ointment 
is known) at least FIVE DAYS prior to the game. 
(1) The match details 
(2) Directions to the ground 
(3) Kick off time 
(4) During adverse weather conditions arrangements for an 
early inspection. 
Failure to comply with this Standing Order will lea ve the 
club/s liable for disciplinary action. 
 
S.O. No. 31 
It shall be the responsibility of the Club Chairman  & 
Secretary to ensure that no material is included on  the 
Clubs ‘website’ that could be considered derogatory , 
abusive or likely to cause offence. 
The D.C. will examine any such possible transaction s to 
consider if the League has been “brought into disre pute.” 
Any Club considered to have done so will be summone d to 
appear before the D.C. to answer the charge. 
All Clubs must register (on the form provided by th e 
League) their “website” with the League Secretary. 
 
32.  All Premier Division teams must when playing a t home 
have their pitches completely roped or fenced off a t an 
appropriate distance from the playing area. The rop ing or 
fencing should be adequately erected to ensure spec tators 
are not able to encroach onto the pitch and should at least 
be the full length of both touchlines, and must not  allow 
more than two non-playing persons to be inside the fenced 
or roped off area. Substitutes and Substituted play ers are 
classed as non-playing persons. 
 
S.O.No  33.  DISCIPLINE CODE: League Rule 8 (h) (ii i) 
refers. 
(34) ANNUAL FEES AND INCIDENTALS   
All the above fees having been invoiced by the leag ue 
Treasurer must be paid on before the 30.9.09 failur e to do 
so will leave the club liable to having their fixtu res 
suspended until such times as the account is settle d.

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PROCEDURE FOR THE DECIDING OF GAMES BY THE TAKING OF 
PENALTIES 
 
“When a team finishes the match with a greater numb er of 
players than their opponents, they shall reduce the ir 
numbers to equate with that of their opponents and inform 
the referee the name and number of each player excl uded. 
The team captain has this responsibility. Before th e start 
of the kicks from the penalty mark, the referee sha ll 
ensure that only an equal number of players from ea ch team 
remain within the centre circle and they shall take  the 
kicks.” 
 
(a) The Referee shall choose the goal at which all the 
kicks shall be taken.   
 
(b) The referee tosses a coin and the team whose Ca ptain 
wins the toss decides whether to take the first or second 
kick. 
 
(c) Subject to the terms of paragraphs (*) both tea ms shall 
take five kicks. The kicks shall be taken alternati vely. 
* If, before both teams have taken five kicks, one team has 
scored the more goals than the other could, even if  it were 
to complete its five kicks, the taking of kicks sha ll 
cease. 
 
* If both teams have taken five kicks, both teams h ave 
scored the same number of goals, or have not scored  any 
goals, the taking of kicks shall continue, in the s ame 
order, until such time as both have taken an equal number 
of kicks (not necessarily five more kicks), and one  team 
has scored a goal more than the other). 
 
(d) The team which scored the greater number of goa ls, 
whether the number of kicks taken in accordance wit h the 
terms of the foregoing paragraphs shall qualify for  the 
next for the next round of the Competition, or shal l be 
declared winner of the Competition as the case may be. 
 
(e) With the exception referred to in the following  
paragraph, only the players who are on the field of  play at 
the end of the match, which shall mean at the end o f extra 
time, in so far as a match in which extra time is 
authorised is concerned, and any who having left th e field 
temporarily with or without the Referee’s permissio n are 
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not on the field of play at that time, shall take p art in 
the taking of the kicks.  
Provided that his team has not already made use of the 
maximum number of substitutes permitted by the rule s of the 
competition 
Under which the match was played, a goalkeeper who sustains 
an injury. During the taking of the kicks and who, because 
of the injury, is unable to continue as goalkeeper,  may be 
replaced by a substitute. 
 
(f) Each kick shall be taken by a different player,  and not 
until all eligible players of any team, including t he 
goalkeeper or the named substitute by whom he was r eplaced 
in terms of the previous paragraph as the case may be, have 
each taken a kick, may a player of the sane team ta ke a 
second kick. 
 
(g) Subject to the terms of a paragraph (e) any pla yer who 
is eligible may change places with his goalkeeper a t any 
time during the taking of the kicks. 
 
(h) Other than the player taking the kick from the penalty 
mark, and the opposing goalkeeper, and all other pl ayers 
shall remain on the field, outside the penalty area  and at 
least 10 yards from the penalty spot. 
 
(i) Unless stated to the contrary in the foregoing 
paragraphs (a) to (h), the Laws of the Game, and th e 
International Board Decisions relating thereto, sha ll, in 
so far as they can, apply to the taking of kicks. 
 
(j) In the event of the light failing before the en d of the 
taking of kicks from the penalty mark, the result s hall be 
decided by the toss of a coin carried out by the Re feree. 
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GUIDE LINES FOR CONFIRMATION OF SATURDAY FIXTURES 
(First issued March 1982 and re-issued annually) 
 
* The HOME CLUB shall before Tuesday contact their 
opponents regarding the game for the following Satu rday. 
 
* Any AWAY TEAM not having had any confirmation by such 
time may contact the League Secretary or other Leag ue 
Officers before 9.00p.m. On the Tuesday evening. Th e matter 
will then be considered as a late confirmation by t he 
Management Committee at their Next Management Meeti ng

(6)  Warning by the Away Team if there is a 
possibility of the ground not being available; if t his is 
the case early contact should also be made with the  Referee 
( See Guide Lines for ACTION regarding unfit or suspe ct 
grounds ). 
 
* It is the Home Teams responsibility to ensure the ir 
ground is fit for play (Private or otherwise) beari ng in 
mind the departure of their opponents. 
 
* Many teams have travelled only to find that their  games 
cancelled.  
Home Clubs have left opponents and Referees unatten ded at 
their grounds knowing that their game has been call ed off. 
This kind of thing will not be accepted, hence as a nd from 
this date the Management Committee will thoroughly 
investigate such happenings and take the appropriat e 
action.

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ACTION REGARDING UNFIT OR SUSPECT GROUNDS 
 
(1)  It is the responsibility of the Home Team to e nsure 
their ground (private or otherwise) is fit for play . 
(2)  Consideration must be given to the travel arra ngements 
of the Away Team and the match referee has agreed a t 
confirmation time. 
(3)  Referees must also be considered and if there is any 
doubt about the ground being fit to play the match the 
Referee must be advised as soon as possible and 
arrangements made with him. 

(a)  An early pitch inspection.  Which should be early 
enough preferably within two hours of the game to 
avoid opponents and Referee Travelling  should be 
arranged  

 (b)  A late contact point just prior to him travelling.  
(4)  Having found it necessary to have the ground i nspected  
 
Clubs MUST : 

(a)  Advise the match referee and invite him to inspect  
the ground. 
(b)  Should the match referee agree that another local 
referee may inspect the ground, the Club MUST call in 
a referee on the Warrington & District League 
Referees’ panel, or with the consent of the referee s 
Secretary a registered referee from outside the 
competition,  who must not be associated in any way 
with the either club.

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WARRINGTON & DISTRICT FOOTBALL LEAGUE 
RULES RELATING TO KNOCK-OUT COMPETITIONS 
 
(To be read in conjunction with the Leagues “STANDARD CODE 
OF RULES” as printed January 2001 and amended at subsequent 
A.G.M.’s. and the “STANDING ORDERS” as approved at the  
2009 A.G.M.). 
 
1. The entire control and management of these Compet itions 
shall be vested in the Management Committee of the 
Warrington & District Football League. 
 
2. The entrance fees to the competition shall be suc h an 
amount as the League Council at the A.G.M. shall fr om time 
to time decide and, in the case of Clubs in Members hip of 
the League, Shall be payable on or before the 31st July in 
each year and in the case of other Clubs upon makin g an   
Application to enter the competition. Any one Club may 
enter only one team in any one Knockout Competition , except 
in the Reserve Section Competition when Clubs will be 
permitted to list registered players for either Res erve or 
Third teams etc. 
 
3. The Guardian Cup shall be open to all Clubs withi n a 
radius of 15 miles of Warrington Market Gate, subje ct to 
consent being obtained from the League of which tha t Club 
is a Member. The Management Committee shall be empo wered to 
organise other competitions at their discretion.   
 
4. The qualification for Players shall be such as is  laid 
down in League Rule 8.   
In the case of teams entering who are not in Member ship of 
the League, a list of Players must be submitted to the 
League Secretary prior to the First Round games. Ad ditions 
to the list will be permitted. In all cases no regi stration 
will be permitted after the 31 st  January of each season.  
Substitutes will be permitted in all competitions i n 
accordance with League Rule 10(k)  
 
All games shall be played as and when decided by th e 
Management Committee.  
 
Players of any team may be changed, but NO player s hall 
play for more than one club in any one competition during 
the current season. 
In all competitions tied to sections of the league players 
for any reserve team must have played FIVE league g ames for 
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that team prior to playing in the cup competition, Unless 
the Management Committee direct otherwise. 
 
Applications for permission to play unqualified pla yers 
must be made to the Management Committee accompanie d by the 
appropriate club register. 
 
Any club found guilty of playing an ineligible play er shall 
forfeit the game to their opponents and be liable t o a fine 
at the discretion of the Management Committee. 
 
 
5. The clubs in the competition shall be drawn in pair s. 
The first drawn shall have the choice of venue exce pt in 
the Guardian Cup Semi Final and all other cup final s when 
the grounds will be fixed by the Management Committ ee. 
 
In “ALL” cases where the scores are level at the en d of 
normal time then “ NOT LESS THAN FIVE MINUTES EACH WAY SHALL 
BE PLAYED”. 
 
The amount of extra time to be played within these limits 
shall be at the referee’s discretion. In ALL Cup 
Competitions if the scores are still level after th e end of 
extra time, then the taking of penalties in accorda nce with 
FIFA directives shall take place. 
 
6. The duration of matches shall be 90 minutes.  
 
7. Should either or both clubs refuse to or fail to play 
the club against which it has been drawn within the  time 
intimated to it and without sufficient reason, one or both 
clubs shall be dismissed from the competition and m ay 
otherwise be dealt with at the discretion of the Ma nagement 
Committee. 
 
8. In the final tie of all competitions a full list of 
players from which the teams will be selected shall  be 
delivered to the opposing club, the league Secretar y and 
the Registration Secretary not less than seven days  before 
the tie is due to be played and any protest regardi ng 
eligibility of the player must be lodged with the L eague 
Secretary within 24 hours prior to the commencement  of the 
game. 
 
9. All questions of eligibility or qualifications of 
competitions interpretation of the rules or laws of  the

game, as well as other matters in dispute shall be referred 
to the Management Committee whose decision shall be  final, 
subject to an appeal to an appeals committee. The 
Management Committee shall have the power to call u pon any 
Club or Player to produce any Books, Letters, docum ents or 
other evidence they may desire.  
 
10.  Any protest and subsequent Appeals must be made in  
accordance with the procedure laid down in League R ule 15 
and league Rule 16. 
 
11. After the paying of expenses, the net gate money shall 
be divided as follows: - In all rounds prior to the  semi 
final tie the proceeds shall be divided equally bet ween the 
two competing teams. 
 
12. Referee’s shall be appointed by the Referee’s 
Appointments Secretary, and the league Rule 13 shal l apply. 
 
13. The Management Committee shall for all intents an d 
purposes be the legal holders of the Cups and Troph ies in 
trust for the donors, subject to regulation 5 of th e 
Football Association. The cups shall be competed fo r 
annually and shall never become the absolute proper ty of 
any one club. 
 
14.  When the winning club has been ascertained, The Le ague 
Secretary shall deliver the cup to its representati ve on 
receipt of a signed agreement as specified in Leagu e Rule 
18. 
 
15. Any irregularity except as otherwise provided mus t be 
reported in writing to the League Secretary within 72 hours 
of it becoming known to the person making the repor t. 
 
The Management Committee shall have the right to 
refuse/accept reports and/or explanations received after 
this time limit has expired. 
 
16. Any club whose conduct is considered likely to br ing 
the League into disrepute shall be expelled from th e 
competition concerned and incur such other penalty as the 
Management Committee consider appropriate. Unless o therwise 
provided for, the rules of the Warrington & Distric t 
Football League shall apply to all competitions. 
At the end of the competition a duly audited balanc e sheet 
shall be forwarded to the Football Assoc
